UNFINISHED BUSINESS 

-The new doors for the west fellowship hall are installed and the blinds are expected 

to arrive shortly.  

-Council approved the Youth Boardõs request for Beth to attend the òSimply Youth 

Ministryó conference in February. 

-The proposed budget for 2010 was reviewed.  Minor adjustments were suggested 

and the budget will be held to a zero percent increase.  

-In regards to input and responses from the congregation on the òWhatõs Nextó fo-

rums and our relationship with the ELCA , the council decided to make a proposal to 

the congregation at our upcoming annual meeting in January on where to pr o-

ceed.

take advantage of the pre -pay discount option.

-PROPERTIES ð More water leaks around the windows have been discovered in the 

Early Learning Center.  Ray will contact Bacon & Van Buskirk to look at the problem.  

-We reviewed the chair/ta ble setup policies.  The new policy is working well and we 

will continually monitor it to see if any improvements can be made.
