Batting large enough for a 
finished 60ó x 80ó quilt would also be appreciated.  
Batting should be Ĳó or less in thickness, the lighter 
the weight for shipping from the LWR warehouse the better. 
 
The regular Prayerfully Yours Ministry participants will also meet 
on this night and time.  Please bring your prayer shawls, baby blankets, or 
whatever other project you might be working on as we all join to use our 
hands to praise God and help others.

UPDATE FROM PASTOR ON 
DEVELOPMENTS IN THE WIDER CHURCH 

 
Since weõre already in the thick of summer and will be 
making important decisions as a congregation this fall, 
I thought it would be a good idea to prepare a list of 
òfrequently asked questionsó about Prince of Peaceõs 
relationship with the Evangelical Lutheran Church in 
America (ELCA), and answer them as best I can. 

Q:  What has Prince of Peace formally decided so 
far about its ongoing relationship w ith the ELCA? 
A:  At our January 2010 annual meeting, our 
congregation committed itself to conduct an initial 
vote for separation from the ELCA òwithin six months 
of the formation of the North American Lutheran 
Church, but no later than July 1st, 2011.ó  In other 
words, members of Prince of Peace expressed a 
definite desire (by unanimous vote) to move forward 
with the process of separation from the ELCA, but not 
before we have more information about the North 
American Lutheran Church, a new church body which 
will formally come into being this August.  

Q:  What does Prince of Peaceõs constitution say 
about the process of separation from the ELCA?  
A:  The process of separation involves two votes, both 
held at specially called meetings of the congregation.  
The first vote is to initiate the process of separation 
from the ELCA.  If successful, the first vote is followed 
by a ninety-day period of consultation with the 
bishopõs office.  After the ninety days, a second vote is 
taken whether to finalize the separation, after which 
the process is concluded.  A 66% majority vote is 
needed at both meetings for the separation to be 
initiated and finalized.  If a two -thirds majority is not 
achieved, the congregation is free to start the process 
over again. 

Q:  How many c ongregations have left the ELCA?  
A:  Itõs hard to get clear information during a period of 
rapid change, but as of this time about two -hundred 
congregations have already voted to initiate the formal 
process of separation from the ELCA.  Hundreds more 
are no doubt gathering data within their own 
congregation before they make decisions; many others 
are waiting to see what will happen with the formation 
of the North American Lutheran Church. 

Q:  How could separation from the ELCA affect a 
congregationõs ownership of its building and 
grounds?  
A:  Property concerns only come into play if the 
congregation elects to switch to a non -Lutheran 
denomination.  

Q:  What is the North American Lutheran Church?  
A:  The North American Lutheran Church (NALC) is a 
new Lutheran denomination which will come into 
being formally this August.  Our church council tends 

to believe that the NALC will be the most natural fit for 
Prince of Peace, if we were to separate from the ELCA.  
The NALC will combine strong congregational 
representation in corporate decision -making with a 
òlean but substantialó overarching church structure to 
help congregations and pastors work together more 
efficiently.  In many ways, it will seek to combine the 
strengths of the old American Lutheran Church and 
Lutheran Church in America.  There will be nothing new 
or revolutionary about the new church structure.  Most 
importantly, the NALC will emphasize scriptural 
authority and doctrinal clarity, and focus its efforts on 
mission which specifically lifts up the name of our Lord 
Jesus Christ without being carried away by politicized 
side-issues. 

Q:  How would switching to a new denomination 
affect our pastoral leadership in the future?  
A:  Any denomination, such as the North American 
Lutheran Church, will have a process by which its 
pastors and other church leaders are approved for 
ministry.  Even though a new denomination may not 
have its own brick-and-mortar seminary for training 
pastors right away, all seminarians will be required to 
complete a particular track of education, along with an 
approval process which will help insure that incoming 
leaders submit themselves to the core beliefs and 
values of the denomination. 
 
Q:  What are other congregations in our area 
doing?  
A:  The ELCA congregations in Rantoul, Flatville, and 
Royal have decided to take their initial vote at 
separation from the ELCA very soon, on July 11th.  
Please keep them in your prayers as they make these 
very important decisions!  The congregation in Paxton 
is gathering data but will probably make it s initial vote 
soon.  Other congregations in our area seem to be 
more conflicted or òon the fence.ó  Some will stay 
within the ELCA, but in protest against particular 
actions it has taken.  Others will keep going as if 
nothing has happened.  Some pastors in our area are in 
conflict with their congregations over ELCA matters 
and other issues, which makes action of any kind 
difficult.  No congregations, however, will be able to 
escape being affected in deep ways over time by the 
waves of change sweeping through North American 
Lutheranism.  
 
Q:  What is our next step going to be at Prince of 
Peace? 
A:  Up to this point, the people of Prince of Peace at 
their official meetings have expressed an extraordinary 
unanimity in their desire to explore the process of 
separation from the ELCA and move past these 
controversies into a more happy context for our 
ministry.  All of our votes throughout the process have  
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been unanimous (with a few abstentions).  With this    
feeling of confidence in who we are and where we 
stand, Prince of Peace has been able to act decisively 
while also exercising enough patience to wait and see 
what develops among the renewal movements. 
 
In late August, the most prominent of the renewal 
movements (Lutheran CORE) will hold a convocation in 
Columbus Ohio, at which the North American Lutheran 
Church will be formally constituted.  Several members 
of Prince of Peace will attend the convocation, and will 
bring back information on the new church body.  
Shortly after the convocation (probably in early 
September), our church council intends to send a letter 
out to all Prince of Peace households announcing a 
special congregational meeting to be held sometime in 
mid-to-late September, at which we will take our initial 
vote at separation from the ELCA.  Please keep in mind, 
that our timetable may change in the unlikely event 
that we learn something unexpected at the August 
CORE convocation. 
 
Finally, it is important for us to realize that now is a 
time to look forward to the future with excitement and 
a sense of freedom, and not hold on to frustrations we 
might have had with our national church in the past.  
Congregations who vote to separate themselves from 
the ELCA are not separating themselves from the 
worldwide Christian church in any way.  On the 
contrary, they are simply trying to insure that those 
connections with the vast majority  of worl dwide 
Christians, who hold to the faith of the apostles, will be 
maintained and strengthened. 
 
Please keep our congregation, and all the people of 
the ELCA, in your prayers as we look forward to an 
eventful fall!

CHURCH COUNCIL NOTES FROM MAY 18, 2010 

 
TREASURERõS REPORT 
-Our income to date is about $9,000.00 less than last year at this time.  Actual 
expenses to this point are about $5,000.00 less than our income.  With this 
small reserve it continues to be important to watch our expenses and hold off 
on any unneeded purchases until this fall when our offerings usually improve.   
 
PASTORõS REPORT 
-Several members in the congregation are experiencing major health 
problems. 
-Youth work camp plans are proceeding, and fundraising for the trip has gone 
well.  Twenty-nine youth and adults will be participating in the trip to 
Minnesota in July. 
-The Rantoul, Flatville, and Royal Lutheran congregations have decided to hold 
their first vote to leave the ELCA in July.  This is earlier than originally 
anticipated.  Our council decided we will stay with our plans to follow the 
resolution we adopted at our annual meeting in January and wait until after 
the Lutheran CORE convocation in August, to be better informed on the new 
NALC (North American Lutheran Church) and which direction we want to go.  
 
NEW BUSINESS 
-Busey Bank informed us theyõre increasing the maintenance fees on our 
Wealth Management Investment Account.  The Council feels it would be wise 
to investigate investment options with additional banks before making any 
changes in the account.   Roger will speak to all three local banks (Busey, 
Gifford, Ogden) in regards to the issue. 
-A question on how to manage and use memorial funds given to the church 
was discussed.  The council felt it would be a good idea to have a written 
policy to clarify the issue.  We will review a policy that was put into use at 
Pastor Sethõs previous congregation at our next meeting.   
-The council decided to discontinue listing our Church in the phone book 
yellow pages.  The feeling is it is not worth the $42.00 per month ($504.00 per 
year) cost, especially since we are already listed in the business pages too. 
-We reviewed a memo from the FCC regarding discontinuing use of wireless 
microphone systems operating in the 700 MHz band, which is now allocated to 
public safety agencies.  It appears our system does not operate in this 
frequency range and it isnõt a problem for us.  We will verify that with the 
manufacturer or our wireless system to be sure. 
 
COMMITTEE REPORTS 
PROPERTIES ð Installation of the new HVAC unit for the education win g and 
offices is underway. 
-Two new roof leaks have been reported, one in the ELC and one in the West 
Fellowship Hall.  Nogle & Black has been contacted to take care of the 
problem. 
-A seam in one of the parking lots has opened up.  Pete Bensyl will look into 
having it filled before next winter.  
-Weõll ask Pete and Bill for recommendations to solve the problem with the 
outdoor carpeting under the roof at the south entrance to the Narthex.  It is 
extremely difficult to clean and keep it that way.  Weõre also still looking into a 
solution to the water runoff problem from the south overhang when it is 
raining. 
-Nogle & Black has looked at the windows in the east fellowship hall, and feels 
the flashing is installed correctly.  Weõll continue to watch for any leaks for a 
while before making any repairs to the drywall that was damaged by the leaks. 
 
EARLY LEARNING CENTER ð The last time the ELC bid out their cleaning 
service was in 2007.  Due to concerns over cleaning issues, they will be putting 
their current cont ract up for re-bidding.  Randy reported he has spot checked 

the areas of concern and there are 
still issues.  He will talk with Deon 
Ramm to clarify responsibilities and 
get something in writing also for the 
church. 
 
LONG RANGE PLANNING ð The 
landscaping committee will be 
submitting a wish list of items they 
would like to have for the church 
property. 
 
MRD ð Donna will be scheduling exit 
interviews with the former council 
members that finished their terms 
this past January.

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Local Congregations Plan to Send Aid to 
Uganda through ChildVoice International  
 
What is CVI  
ChildVoice International is a Christian organization 
seeking to restore the voices of children silenced by war. 
ChildVoice International's programs recognize that 
someone must speak for the thousands of children 
rendered voiceless by unspeakable brutality and 
unimaginable inhumanity. ChildVoice acts on the 
conviction that children broken by war can be restored in 
safe communities with loving care, spiritual and emotional 
counseling, and effective education and vocational 
training. 
 
Led by a team of experts with over twenty-five years of 
experience in improving outcomes for at -risk populations 
in the US and the Third World, ChildVoice International 
works in partnership with local organizations and 
community leaders to ensure that programs meet the 
needs of affected populations with efficiency and 
effectiveness. 
 

CVI UGANDA  
ChildVoice is creating a sustainable, replicable long-term 
village of refuge and care for Uganda's child victims of 
war. The village includes a boarding school, non-
traditional educational programs, a vocational center, and 
spiritual and emotional counseling for for mer child 
soldiers and other young people who need long -term 
care and cannot return to their families. It is located in 
Lukodi, north of Gulu, where in 2004 the LRA massacred 
45 men and women and abducted a number of children.  
The ChildVoice Lukodi Centre welcomed its first 
participants in November 2007. All of the program's 
current residents are young women who had been 
abducted by the LRA or who were raped and abused in 
the internally displaced persons (IDP) camps. These "child 
mothers" and their young ch ildren live at the Lukodi 
Centre. While the program is currently housed at the 
former site of the Lukodi Primary School, a permanent 
village and farm is planned for a nearby plot of 100 acres 
given by local village leaders and district government 
officials. 
During their time at the ChildVoice Lukodi Centre, the 
child mothers participate in the following:  
  
¶ Basic education - Many of the child mothers 

had their education interrupted by the war and 
are now too old to resume their education at 
their current grade level. 

¶ Vocational training  
o Baking 
o Catering 
o Tailoring 
o Hairstyling 
o Farming 
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Local congregations are now planning to send farm 
equipment and sewing machines to Uganda.  They have 
the pod and are hoping to have the items so that they can 
be shipped this fall.  Donations of the following are 
needed:

The girls and young women at Lukodi are learning to sew 
garments in order to support themselves and their 
families.  There is a need for treadle sewing machines so 
they can sew at homes without electricity.   
 
Donations of treadle machines would be so appreciated.  
Maybe they are still in the shed or in the basement. Find 
them ð clean them - and bring them to American 
Lutheran, Rantoul.  They will go to Africa in the container 
with the farm equipment.  
 
Sewing supplies for each machine will also be needed ð 
scissors (one small and one large), packages of machine 
needles, oil and even belts. 
 
If you know of any of these it ems or have them yourself, 
and know they can be donated, or have questions, please 
call Erv & Elsie Osterbur, 893-3187.  They would also be 
willing to come and pick up your sewing machine if you 
are unable to get it to Rantoul.  
 
Erwin and Elsieõs son-in-law, Conrad Mandsager, and his 
brother Neil Mandsager are on the Board of Directors of 
ChildVoice.  Neil, Conrad and his wife, Kathy, and their 
sons along with others, have all been to Uganda, and 
were instrumental in the development of the Lukodi 
Centre, which also has a health clinic.
