CHURCH COUNCIL NOTES FROM MAY 18, 2010

PASTORG6S REPORT

-Twenty six new members joined Prince of Peace in April.

-Final plans are being made for 25 youth work campers that are going on the mi s-
sion trip to Minnesota this summer.

-Pastor suggested we should have an organizational meeting to try and get our
committees functioning better. We f elt it would work best to have the meeting
immediately after one of our Sunday morning services in June.

TREASURER®S REPORT

-Our offerings are approximately $3,700.00 less than this time in 2009, and we are
coming into the summer months. Expenses have been less than our income to this
point, but we will continue to ask our committees to hold down expenditures as
income usually drops off some during the summer months.

NEW BUSINESS

-The Youth Ministry Board requested council approval to purchase a projector
screen and some chairs. The request was approved and the items will be pu-
chased with money in the Youth & Family Ministry account from our designated
funds accounts.

-Michelle Trame has also decided to step down from the Youth Ministry Board and
as chair person. We will need a replacement on the board and a new chair person.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

STEWARDSHIPS It was suggested we put a strong emphasis on stewardship after
the summer months this year via Temple Talks. It has been two years since we
have done this type of teaching on the Stewardship of our time, talents, and tre a-
sures.

PROPERTIES Ray reported that Fassett Sales is donating one pressure assist to
let to see if that will solve the problem with the stools in the Early Learning Center
thatarendt flushing properly.

-We received proposals from Hoveln Heating & Cooling, Comfort Mechanical Ser-
vices, and A & R Mechanical to replace the three worn out furnace/AC units for the
education wing and offices. Comfort Mechanical had the lowest proposal and also
proposed units with slightly higher efficiency rating than the other proposals. The
total amount to replace the three units was $12,100. The council decided to go
with the proposal from Comfort
them to make sure the installation is according to their proposal.
-Nogle & Black has repaired a tear in the roofing above the east fellowship hall.
-Pete is making arrangements for Nogle & Black and Bacon Van Buskirk to meet
together to recommend a solut ion to the water leak problem with some of the
windows above the east fellowship hall.

-One of our members has made a suggestion we look into a solution to prevent
water runoff from the overhang at the south end of the Narthex when it is raining.
Thisisa probl em when people are entering
-We also need to look into a different surface on the area under the south ove r-
hang. The outdoor carpet is problematic because it collects debris and is extreme-
ly difficult to keep clean.

-American Pest Control will be here on May 21™ to treat the problem with carpe n-
ter ants at the front of the sanctuary.

EARLY LEARNING CENTERWe 6 r e wor king to devel orp
standing between the Church and Early Learning Center. This will spell out the
arrangement and responsibilities of all parties involved.

-A request was made to our janitor service to clean the restrooms off the hallway
on the east side of the new fellowship hall five times a week instead of three. This
is necessary due to the high use of the restrooms by the Early Learning Center du-
ing the week. The additional cost for the cleaning is $200.00 per month. The
council felt the Learning Center should be responsible for the cost since the major-
ity of use in the restrooms is from the Learning Center.

-Long Range Planning will also be
monitoring act ivities with Lutheran
CORE, the development of the
(NALC) North American Lutheran
Church, and the CORE Convocation
in August 2010 at Columbus, OH.
