The fabric print cannot contain any religious symbols, U.S. flags, or military insignia,
including camouflage. Batting large enough for a finished 60" x 80" quilt would also be
appreciated.  Batting should be %" or less in thickness, the lighter the weight for shipping from
the LWR warehouse the better.

Please bring your prayer shawls, baby blankets, or whatever other project you might be
working on as we all join to use our hands to praise God and help others.
